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Your tribe has been shipwrecked on an island. To win this challenge you must show the Awenda Oracles that you would be able to survive. The challenge is in three parts.

1) Build a signal flag: To help get rescued you need to build a flag or banner that can be seen from the sea. Your flag must be on a pole 6 feet long and must be firmly planted or supported. It must stay up for the whole challenge or your tribe is disqualified.


2) Next most important item for survival is shelter. Using items from your survival kit and what you can find lying around you must build a shelter that the whole tribe can take cover under. It must have at least one wall and a roof and should be waterproof. The Oracles may test this!


3) After shelter you need food to survive. Make a spear and catch your potato fish. The Oracles can show you where the fish like to hide. Be careful, although the potato fish are good to eat the water they live in is very acidic and will cause the tribe to be disqualified should they touch the water.

Once you have your fish you are to return to your shelter and show an Oracle that you can all fit in your shelter as you sit staring longingly at your potato fish dinner.

Caution: You may see other groups of people on the island. Be careful not to talk to them or ask them questions. In doing so you may accidentally offend them and start a war before you could be rescued.

A KNOTTY CHALLENGE!


To win this challenge all you have to do is say a poem and tie a few knots. 

Take the ropes from your survival kits and tie them together with reef knots. 

On the two end ropes tie a bowline with a loop big enough for one of your tribe members to slip around his waist. 

Then select two tribe members to stand in the loops and stretch the rope between them tight. 

They are then to lean back and put their hands over their heads. The knots have to hold together for the length of time it takes them to say the poem that you must write. 

The poem must be at least 4 lines long and rhyme. It has to include your tribes name as well as the words “knot” and “rope”.  First to finish wins!
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Water Water Everywhere

And not a drop to drink. The island you are stranded on is surrounded by salt water! You need to collect drinking water and you will do this by building a solar still. 

The items you need are in this bag or else lying around the island. 

If you don’t have a clue then maybe you should find an Oracle to help you! 

The tribe with the most water collected by 11:30 tomorrow will be the winner!
